PSP, I used 8, settings may be different 
if you use 7. 
 

Fantastic Machines, Paint Engine
DSB Flux, Blast
Filters Unlimited, Tile and Mirror
FM Tile Tools, Blend Emboss
 
Fade Mask:  20-20.msk
Link to 20-20.msk
Go to the Files/Masks folder
 

 

Method:

1.  Select graphic to use. Duplicate graphic and 
     close out original. 
 
2.  Resize graphic to no wider that 300 pixels, 
     less is fine. Maximum height 490 pixels. 
 
3.  Adjust/Sharpness/Sharpen, if necessary. 
 
4.  Edit/Copy. 
     Minimize feature graphic for later use.
 

5.  Open a new transparent image, 
     1024 x 768 pixels. 
 
6.  Selections/Select All. 
     Edit/Paste/Paste into Selection. 
     [Ctrl + Shift + L]
 

7.  Selections/Select None  [Ctrl D]

 

8.  Adjust/Blur/Gaussian Blur: Radius = 20.00

 

9.  Effects/Plug-Ins/Fantastic Machines/Paint Engine

     Glow Wind  preset or use following settings 
     and save as Glow Wind: 
     Brush
     Push Intensity = .54 
     Lighten = 1.2 
     Bias = .00 
     Pull Intensity = .87  
     Lighten = .1 
     Bias = .-1
     Effect, Amount = 1.76
     Wrap Edges = unchecked
 
     Stroke
     Type = Intensity1
     Input = checked
     Length = 34
     Radiate = 1.00
     Motion Angle = 9
     Curl = -1
     Operation Angle = 27
     Curl = -2
     Direction Channel = select R
 
      Apply.

 

10. Effects/Plug-Ins/DSB Flux/Blast

      Direction = Left
      Percentage % 20
      OK
 
11. EffectsPlug-Ins/DSB Flux, Blast
      Direction = Right
      Percentage % 20
      OK
 
12. Adjust/Sharpness/Sharpen
 

13. Effects/Plug-Ins/I.C. Net Software/
      Filters Unlimited 2.0/Tile & Mirror/ 
      Kaleidoscope 3

      Divisions = 31, Variation = 164
      Apply
 
14. Effects/Plug-ins/FM Tile Tools/
      Blend Emboss, Default settings
 

15. Minimize background temporarily.

 

16. Restore previously minimized Feature Graphic.

 

17. Layers/Load/Save Mask/Load Mask from Disk. 
Note: You may have to Promote Background Layer
      Choose 20-20 Mask. 
      Source Luminance

      Fit to Canvas

      Invert Un-checked

      Hide all Mask

      Load

 
18. Layers/ Delete --answer yes to question
 

19. Edit/Copy

 

20. Restore minimized Background graphic.

 

21. Edit/Paste/Paste as a new layer. [Ctrl L]

 

22. With Mover Tool    [image: image2.png]


         
      Move feature graphic to upper left corner.

 

23. Activate bottom layer on layer palette. 
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24. Layers/New Raster Layer. OK. 
      Choose a color from the feature graphic 
      that will make the text easier to read 
      on the background layer. 
 
25. Flood fill the new layer with this color. 
 

26. Lower the opacity on this layer until 
      you are satisfied that text will be easier 
      to read on the background and  that 
      the feature graphic is still blending in nicely.
      Try a different color if the first doesn't work.
Note:  You may find you do not need this
extra layer if your background layer is 
already in monochromatic hues or 
very evenly colored.
 
27. Remember to Watermark your creation.

 

28. Layers/Merge/Merge All

 

29. Export as a JPG file. 
      Set compression value to 25. 
      Chroma subsampling:
       YCbCr 2x2 1x1 1x1 (Default).
 
30. In Letter Creator, use your newly created graphic 
      as background – do not tile. Adjust your left margin 
      so the text is to the right of the feature graphic.
