Pick a foreground and a background 
color from your graphic with the 
Eyedropper tool. (One will be used for 
your frame/border and one will be used on 
your background layer to make the text more
readable.)

Adjust/Blur/Gaussian Blur = 20.00

         copy (Image3) . We will use Image 3 
         later for a pattern fill for the sideborders 
         and for the background tile.

Left = 50, R = 60, 
Use one of your chosen colors for 
the border (right click on the swatch)
(this will be your frame color).
